Three Year 5 boys took on the important role of our ‘Voting Council’, and they did a fantastic job
gathering votes from across the school and counting them accurately.
Children were asked to choose one potential lesson to add to the curriculum. The results were:

Mindfulness and well-being – 11 votes
Engineering and invention – 30 votes
Outdoor and adventurous education – 105 votes
Digital animation – 20 votes
Climate and sustainability – 3 votes

With a clear majority, Outdoor and Adventurous Education is the winning choice. Therefore, in Summer
